Seeing Opportunities for Gratitude Everywhere

Once there was a man — a successful, intelligent, and educated person who had achieved much,
studied and researched extensively, scientifically proven and analyzed many things, and lived a good, long
life. He had enough savings in his bank accounts, but he had come to a point in life where nothing brought
him joy anymore.

Nothing could excite, surprise, or inspire him. Every day seemed the same, there was no delight in a
new morning. The man began to focus daily on what was wrong, on the negative, on what was lacking or
had passed. He concentrated on what annoyed, angered, or frightened him. Everything seemed bad.

People who knew him said he was suffering from depression and encouraged him to seek help from a doctor.
So, the man went to doctors, who prescribed him medication, but it didn’t help. Eventually, he sought out a
spiritual teacher he had heard about — someone people referred to as a “doctor of the soul.” The man asked
this teacher for medicine that would give him joy, enthusiasm, and a new perspective on life. And the
teacher, after listening to him, said: “I will ask you to do something very simple — go about your daily life
and find a small house. This house has no windows and no doors. But in the very center of this house lives a
star. Find such a star and bring it to me!”

The man was puzzled by this childish task, but still, he returned to his everyday life. He walked mile
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after mile, asking others for advice on where to find such a house with no windows or doors, in which a star
dwells. Eventually, exhausted and weary, he lay down under an apple tree in his home garden.

Autumn was approaching — just like it is for us now. Apples were falling to the ground, one after
another. The man, as if seeing an apple for the first time in his life, picked one up in his hands, cut it in half
with his pocket knife to eat it, and then suddenly exclaimed: “This apple is a little house with no windows or
doors, and in its very center lives a star!”

The man rushed back to the spiritual teacher and, full of excitement, said: “I found what you asked
me to look for!” And the teacher smiled and said: “How wonderful that you have rediscovered joy and
gratitude — that God speaks to you and blesses you in countless ways!”

Yes. Nothing supernatural happened. The man simply remembered to appreciate his abundance,
which falls like apples in autumn. He remembered to search, to wonder, and to be moved by the simple,
everyday things. He remembered that God is constantly revealing Himself. He remembered the wealth of his
inner world — that there is so much to marvel at, to be thankful for, to rejoice in, to be inspired by.

Where there are no windows or doors — where it may seem everything has ended and is hopeless — we must
find a little star. God shows it to us not only in the dark night sky but even in an apple. In the most
unexpected places!

Always and everywhere, nurture gratitude within yourself, because it enriches the heart in God,
and brings joy to you! What kind of eyes do we still have to look at God’s created world? Can we still be
moved by what others may not notice? I know that I walk past God’s miracles every day — sometimes even
step over them.

We need very observant eyes and hearts to see God revealing Himself everywhere around us and to
give thanks for that.

We can explain scientifically what causes the morning fog to be as thick as a coat, but can we
measure why that fog was needed exactly over those fields and meadows? We can explain how frost forms,
but what did the flower learn on the morning it was covered with it?

Why does every naturally grown potato look different? Why does one seed sprout and yield a rich
harvest, while another never sprouts, or grows weakly — even if they came from the same package?

Why, when a rainbow stays visible for a long time, do we stop looking at it? And why, when
snowdrifts surround us, do we not notice that they consist of billions of tiny snow stars — snowflakes — each
different, each a miracle in itself? We only see the large, heavy snowdrifts...

So maybe this autumn, we can learn to be thankful together!

Even by enjoying a simple apple, we can notice the star in its core and thank God that this gift is in
our hands. That we are present in each other’s lives. That we 've been given another autumn.
For this, let us say: “Praise the Lord, my soul, and all that is within me, praise His holy name
