But on the first day of the week, at early dawn, they went to the tomb, taking the spices that they had
prepared. They found the stone rolled away from the tomb, 3 but when they went in they did not find the body.
While they were perplexed about this, suddenly two men in dazzling clothes stood beside them. The women were
terrified and bowed their faces to the ground, but the men said to them, “Why do you look for the living among
the dead? He isn’t here but has risen. Remember how he told you, while he was still in Galilee, that the Son of
Man must be handed over to the hands of sinners and be crucified and on the third day rise again.” Then they
remembered his words, and returning from the tomb they told all this to the eleven and to all the rest.

Your Creed in Six Words

There is a website on the internet called “Six-Word Memoirs” (www.sixwordmemoirs.com), where people are
invited to write the story of their lives, a memoir, expressing its main essence in just six words. What is the
most important thing about your life that you need to say? You can’t expand at length — everything must be
expressed concisely in six words. On this website, both well-known and ordinary people have written six words
about their lives. For example: “Not everything happened as I planned,” or “Everything in my life changed
instantly,” or “I still make coffee for two” — writes a woman who has lost her husband. A couple who were
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unable to have a child wrote these painful six words about their lives: “Baby shoes for sale, never worn.”
Another man wrote, “I always took myself too seriously,” and another: “Life was shorter than I thought.”

So I decided to challenge myself and tried to describe what I have experienced in my life so far in six words. I
came up with a few six-word sentences: “Many blessings received, many blessings given,” “Longing for God,
love, joy, creativity,” and “Living life fully, learning from mistakes.” It is not easy to encapsulate a whole life in
just six words. Try it yourself — you will see!

But if we cannot briefly describe our life, how could we briefly describe our faith? What do I believe? What do
you believe? Try to put your faith, your creed, into six words! I came up with: “God is good, Giver of Life,”
“God’s forgiveness, eternal love are endless,” and “God’s Spirit is working within me.” And surely I could
write more and more six-word combinations expressing my beliefs. Try to do it yourself!

Even the story of Christ’s life and the essence of Christianity can be summed up in six words: “Christ isn’t here,
He is risen.”

These six words — “He isn’t here, but is risen” — were the words that the astonished, and deeply frightened
women heard in a single breath, and then spoke to the disciples and to the world. These six words were spoken
from person to person, from heart to heart, from village to village. And in those words was everything:
disbelief, mystery, triumph, surprise, celebration, and a life’s mission.

These six words have helped those who are in pain and suffering, those in sin and darkness, those facing death
and grief, those who seek depth in faith — all have found in these six words hope, encouragement, and new life.
“He 1s not here, but is risen” can also be expressed in other six-word statements. Here are a few examples: God
is not dead, but living. Love hasn’t faded; it grows stronger. Death is not end; beginning awaits. All things
possible through God’s strength. The soul bears God’s living imprint.

Therefore, in this time before Easter, I invite you to find your own six words, formed into one sentence, that
give you strength and encouragement for daily life. Perhaps even dare to write your confession of faith, your
creed in just six words and place it somewhere visible as a reminder. For the women of Easter, the six words of
their confession were: “Christ isn’t here, He is risen!” You will have your own words. And may those six words
of your faith carry you, lift you, encourage you, and bless you each day.
